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Further to your request for information dated 6th September 2021, you have requested a review of the information previously given to you in our final response dated 24th September 2021.

Your original request:
In relation to indemnity insurance held for employees for the purpose of professional negligence claims, I wish to make a Freedom of Information request for your current indemnity insurers for Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB). 
Request for a review:
Unfortunately your response provided has not provided the insurance company or the policy information for professional negligence claims.

Welsh risk pool services are not an insurance company they are an organisation to deal with concerns, not claims. 

My information request was more than clear in that it requested the details of the Insurance company and policy details not an organisation within the health board that deals with indemnity matters. 

An organisation within the health board is not the insurance company details. 

The request that was made did not provide for the exact details it was requesting. 

Can you deal with this matter and respond to the request and provide the information, rather than to direct me to an organisation and not the insurance information specifically or it will go to the information commissioners office in the form of a complaint and a breach under GDPR. 
Our response:
NHS Wales organisations are precluded from procuring indemnity insurance for their activities with very limited exceptions. The Welsh Risk Pool currently provides the means by which all Trusts and Health Boards are able to fund their risk exposure such as employers and third party liability, including that for clinical negligence.
