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Further to your request for information received by the Health Board on 1st October 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. 
Your request and our response:
1. The number of patients registered at your GP Practice who lived in the village of Rhuddlan who tested positive for Covid 19 prior to the national lockdown on 23/03/2020.

Rhuddlan Surgery is a branch of the Healthy Prestatyn Iach GP practice, which is directly managed by Betsi Cadwalard University Health Board (BCUHB).  We can confirm that the practice does not record data in a format that enables us to retrieve information to the level required to specifically answer your question.  The GP clinical system used across Healthy Prestatyn Iach can identify patients registered with their Practice who live in Rhuddlan.  However, due to there being no national coding available to record positive cases at the time of the first lockdown, we are unable to provide information regarding positive cases for the specified date. 
2. The number of patients suspected to have contracted Covid 19 who were admitted into hospital prior to the lockdown on 23/03/2020.

Healthy Prestatyn Iach, along with all other GP Practices, were also unable to see when a patient was admitted into hospital with suspected Covid and therefore do not hold the information requested.
