Your request and our response:
I am aware that BCUHB has the documents/information requested at for question 1, as this was confirmed to me in a telephone conversation with Chris Wilcock, the senior property manager of BCUHB on 28th July 2021 and was further confirmed to me by Chris Wilcock in an email dated 10th September 2021.
