* In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

As this is not information that the Health Board routinely compiles, we would have to carry out a specific exercise to collate this data and we have established that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff approximately 3,393 hours to locate and review the records of the babies who were born each year across 3 acute hospital sites to establish if they died within 2 weeks of being born. This figure is based on a timescale of 5 minutes per birth, there being 40,721 births during the period in question. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 3,393 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £16,965.  As you will be aware this is not an exemption which requires us to consider the application of the public interest test
2. For the 2020 and 2021 data please can this be split into vaccinated (one or two COVID-19 injections) and unvaccinated (no COVID-19  injections at all)
Please note we have combined the number of Miscarriages and Still Births due to the low numbers involved.  If we were to release the exact figures for the number of still births, they could be linked with other information available in the public domain, thus potentially risking identification of individuals.
