Further to your request for information dated 29th November 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our sincere apologies for the delay.
Your request and our response:
1. Regarding lack of bed spaces there has been a policy of closing satellite hospitals. I imagine that economy of scale has been an argument for this but has there been an associated overall loss / reduction in bed spaces? You further clarified that you are referring to the site HM Stanley 2009 onwards.
Unfortunately we do not hold any information on the total beds within HM Stanley due to the time period that has passed and are therefore unable to confirm if there was any reduction in bed spaces. However as per our response to you under 395/21/FOI we are able to advise that a new Eye unit with theatres, recovery, outpatients and support accommodation was developed at Abergele Hospital. The stroke rehabilitation ward and day unit were co-located in additional accommodation adjacent to the acute stroke ward at Ysbyty Glan Clwyd and additional general outpatient accommodation was also provided.
2. Some of these hospitals might have been useful as isolation hospitals during the COVID pandemic. 38% of those who died from COVID did so as a result of hospital acquired infections. Would this have been reduced if isolation hospitals meant that COVID patients were not having to be treated in a ward of the main hospital? 
Under the Freedom of Information Act, you have a right to request any recorded information held by a public authority however the authority does not have to answer your question if this would mean creating new information or giving an opinion or judgment that is not already recorded. However, we can advise there has always been a policy of cohorting covid positive patients onto red covid wards, or indeed whole red hospitals (Dolgellau) which are designated self-contained areas for the treatment and care of patients at high, medium and low risk of covid-19. 
3. I believe that there is a move to close the Eye Hospital in Abergele and move it to Llandudno. Is this correct? 
4. If so how many bed spaces at Llandudno will be lost and what additional parking facilities will be provided? 
There are no plans to move the Eye Hospital in Abergele to Llandudno.

5. In regards to the Dermatology Waiting list, for the 12 month period prior to 30th April 2021, how many names were removed from this list? 
During the period of 1st April 2020 and 30th April 2021, 1,688 patients were removed from the Dermatology waiting list.
