Further to your request for information dated 29th October 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our apologies for the delay. 
Your request and our response:

1. How many beds are there in Ysbyty Glan Clwyd and out of these how many beds are Intensive Care Unit (ICU)?
The following number of beds as of 31st October 2021:

ICU: 13 
2. From January 2020 to December 2020 how many patients were admitted as Covid-19 patients? 
There has been 397 COVID-19 positive patients admitted during the peiod of 1st January 2020 and 31st December 2020.
3.  Of these, how many died with underlying health problems? 
4.  How many died without underlying health problems? 
Of the 397 patients in question 2 above, 90 patients died within 28 days of a positive COVID-19 test. In order to establish if they died from COVID-19 and then with or without underlying health conditions, In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

The Health Board does not hold the data in a format that would enable us to fully respond to your request to the level of detail required.  The only way we could identify this information would be to review the Medical Certificate of Cause of Death (MCCD) for each patient who died.
As this is not information that the Health Board routinely compiles, we would have to carry out a specific exercise to collate this data.  From our preliminary assessment, we estimate that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  This is currently £450.  This figure is based on a timescale of 15 minutes per record to locate and review these records, there being 90 deaths in 2020 and 78 so far in 2021 (please see questions 6 and 7 below). Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 109 @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £2,725
5.  From January 2021 to present how many Covid patients were admitted? 
There has been 507 COVID-19 positive patients admitted during the peiod of 1st January 2021 and 2nd December 2021

6.  How many died with underlying health problems? 
7.  How many died without underlying health problems? 
Of the 507 patients in question 5 above, 78 died within 28 days of a positive COVID-19 test. In order to establish if they died from COVID-19 and then with or without underlying health conditions, In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act. Please refer to the cost exemption applied in Question 4 above.
