Further to your request for information dated 2nd August 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our sincere apologies for the delay. 
Your request and our response:
1. How many mass testing centres providing COVID-19 testing services are available through Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) and who physically provides this service (full details of contractor, contract start and duration including the cost of the contract and future (planned) contracts). How many members of the public are tested at these facilities (either per day, per week or per month)?
There are two regional testing sites in BCUHB, these are run by the Health Board and the costs are reviewed monthly and form part of the submission of information to Welsh Government. 
The information requested in relation to numbers tested at mass testing centres is commissioned by the Department of Health and Social Care (DHSC). 2. How many community testing units providing COVID-19 testing services are available through BCUHB and who physically provides this service (full details of contractor, contract start and duration including the cost of the contract and future (planned) contracts). How many members of public are tested at these facilities (either per day, per week or per month)? 
The community testing units are based on four separate hospital sites across BCUHB and the service is delivered exclusively by Health Board employees. The community testing units commenced on 21st April 2021 and will continue to operate subject to the Welsh Government COVID-19 testing strategy. 
There are no service delivery contracts, some employees are on temporary contracts to meet the demands of COVID-19 testing but all staff at community testing units are Health Board employees. The community testing unit workforce expenditure for 2021/2022 is estimated to be £1.687m for the financial year.
The number of people tested at community testing units fluctuates weekly in line with community transmission rates and demand for pre-operation screening, but in recent months it has been no less than 1500 and no more than 3000 per week.
3. How many mobile testing units providing COVID-19 testing services are available through BCUHB and who physically provides this service (full details of contractor, contract start and duration including the cost of the contract and future (planned) contracts). How many members of the public are tested at these facilities (either per day, per week or per month)? 
There are six mobile testing units deployed to BCUHB, costs are reviewed monthly and form part of the submission of information to Welsh Government.
As per our response to question 1 above, the information requested in relation to numbers tested at mobile testing units is commissioned by the DHSC.
4. How many local test sites providing COVID-19 testing services are available through BCUHB and who physically provides this service (full details of contractor, contract start and duration including the cost of the contract and future (planned) contracts). How many members of the public are tested at these facilities (either per day, per week or per month)?
There are four local testing sites in BCUHB, costs are reviewed monthly and form part of the submission of information to Welsh Government.
As per our response to question 1 above, the information requested in relation to numbers tested at local test sites is commissioned by the DHSC.
