I am analysing the treatment of dermatological conditions in the UK.  Could you please answer the following two questions?

1. How many patients were treated in the last 4 months by the Dermatology department with each of the following:

The figures below have been obtained from the secondary care dispensing system for the date range 1/7/21 – 31/10/21. They include the number of patients issued in the listed treatments and costed to a dermatology cost code. A number of the treatments listed are ‘amber’ treatment options meaning that continuation of prescribing may be undertaken in primary care. The primary care prescription recording system does not specify number of patients treated, nor specifies treatment indication, so it is not possible to determine how many additional patients may be receiving treatment within the health board that are not captured in the figures:
