Please note on 6th April 2020 there was a service redesign in response to the COVID-19 pandemic and Cynnydd Ward transferred to acute care services working as an admissions ward for the division.

Please understand an “out-of-area placement” to be where a patient has been admitted to a mental health rehabilitation ward that does not form part of the usual local network of services.

We have provided the above data using ‘less than 5’ due to the low numbers involved.  If we were to release the exact figures for the criteria specified, they could be linked with other information available in the public domain, thus potentially risking identification of individuals.
