Further to your request for information dated 11th December 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our apologies for the delay.
Your request and our response:
I understand that the Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board and Gwynedd County Council have an agreement which enables The County Council to enforce restrictions, issue penalty charge notices (PCN’s) and install and maintain road markings and signs.
I attach a copy of the agreement which was previously published in a previous FOI.

1. Please confirm that this agreement which was signed in 2010 is still in operation/valid. 
This is a rolling agreement that is still in operation
2. If this isn’t the case, please provide any certified copies of subsequent agreements for the duration from 2017 to the current date.

3. The agreement refers to the requirement of the County Council to install and maintain road markings up to a set amount as defined in the agreement.  Please detail the works that the County Council have carried out in relation to installation and maintenance of the road markings and road sign (particularly in relation to parking restrictions), as well as the removal of any road markings or signs. Please supply this information for each year from 2017 to the present date. Specific dates should be referenced as to when the activity was carried out and the costs of the work and should include any additional amounts that have been billed to the Health Board by the County Council in addition to any specified amounts in any agreements relating to the management of parking.
The county Council maintain road markings and signage specifically to enable enforcement of parking regulations on site. The information relating to the activity and costs of these works are held by the Council. This has been requested and will be shared when available.

4. Provide information on how this agreement is ‘contract managed’, particularly in relation to the roles/directorates involved in this process from each organisation, how often it occurs, what information may be provided on the delivery of installation and maintenance works for road markings and signs at the Ysbyty Gwynedd site.
The car parking on the Ysbyty Gwynedd site is managerially the responsibility of HMT. Operational Estates work with the local authority and arrange and agree the works for the line markings. This work is normally to re do the existing markings where they have worn away with use. Signage may also be replaced with new when required. The local authority should have the cost detail.
5. Provide information/dates/actions required and completed on the visitations to sites by the either organisation to undertake inspection or ‘auditing’ of the provisions around car parking to discharge the responsibilities of the agreement for the Ysbyty Gwynedd site
Operational Estates would agree the works required with the Local Authority however, they would be able to provide exact detail of when they attended site. Under our duty to advise and assist please find a link to their website below:

6. Please provide information on the number of PCN’s which were issued by the County Council as part of the agreement at the Ysbyty Gwynedd site, from the period from 2017 to the present date.  This should be collected as a matter of course under the terms of the agreement (please see Clause 4 – ‘Enforcement of Order and Provision of Information’). This should include:
a. The total number of PCN’s issues by month and year for the Ysbyty Gwynedd site. 
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It should be noted that of the total PCNs issued, almost 30% were cancelled on appeal.

b. The number of PCN’s where an informal challenge was received and the reason why (specifically highlighting any which were received due to reasons of issues with road markings and/or signage for the car park) for the Ysbyty Gwynedd site?
744 PCNs have received an informal challenge. To review the reason for the challenge would require an officer for Wales Penalty Processing Partnership to manually open each record to read the text manually.

c. The number of PCN’s where a formal representation was received and the reason why (specifically highlighting any which were received due to reasons of issues with road markings and/or signage for the car park) for the Ysbyty Gwynedd site

105 PCNs have received a formal representation. To review the reason for the challenge would require an officer for Wales Penalty Processing Partnership to manually open each record to read the text manually.
d. The number or PCN’s that were progressed to the Traffic Penalty Tribunal (TPT) and the reason why specifically highlighting any which were received due to reasons of issues with road markings and/or signage for the car park) for the Ysbyty Gwynedd site.
5 PCNs have progressed to the Traffic Penalty Tribunal. To review the reason for the challenge would require an officer for Wales Penalty Processing Partnership to manually open each record to read the text manually.
