Further to your request for information dated 13th December 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our apologies for the delay.
Your request: 
1.  How many adults have been referred for an Attention deficit hyperactivity disorder (ADHD) assessment between 2019 and present date?
2.  What is the current waiting time from referral to assessment?
3.  What is the breakdown between males and females of above referrals? 
4.  How many adults have received an ADHD diagnosis via your services? 
5.  If no provision is available, how many adults have been titrated with ADHD medication via your psychiatrists following a private diagnosis? 
6.  How many adults have received share care agreements for medication for ADHD following a private diagnosis? 
7.  When do you anticipate the adult ADHD service being available in your health board if one is not currently present? 
With the above questions, if they are able to be provided in male female splits that would be appreciated. 

Our response: 

In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

The Health Board does not hold the data in a format that would enable us to fully respond to your request to the level of detail required.  
As this is not information that the Health Board routinely compiles, we would have to carry out a specific exercise to review the patients who have been on the neurodevelopment waiting list since 2019 to establish which of them have been referred for an ADHD assessment. From our preliminary assessment, we estimate that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff 612 hours to locate and review all records for patients currently on the neurodevelopment waiting list as of September 2021. This figure is based on a timescale of 15 minutes per patient record, there being 2,451 records to review just for this year alone. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 612 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £15,300.

The MHLD division is not planning to have a dedicated adult ADHD service, as every person in need is currently either waiting on the Neurodevelopmental waiting list or  receiving assessments and treatments for ADHD once the referral has been accepted for ADHD.
