Clerkin Ltd - BCU-ITT-43940 Provision of Psychological Therapy in Wrexham
Extensions to the original contracts have been undertaken as these were the only companies that bid for the original tenders. This was reported to the Health Board’s Audit Committee in line with the Health Board’s internal governance arrangements.
5. If not, how many of these contracts were given/awarded in private/ after private discussions with each company. 
Access to CBT was awarded the contract without going to tender due to the urgency of the work required. A full tender for this work has now been carried out.
