Further to your request for information received by the Health Board on 13th December 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our apologies for the delay.
Your request
Following your previous response to FOI reference 293/21/FOI, relating Upholding Professional Standards in Wales (UPSW) procedures initiated by HR West (Gwynedd & Anglesey), against consultants in Ysbyty Gwynedd (YG):

How many such “warnings” were sent to YG consultants in the last two years?  The “warning” letter is provided and recorded by HR and they should have the full records. 

Our response
As per BCUHB’s response to FOI request 293/21/FOI, until it is confirmed that UPSW is at a formal stage, cases are not being recorded as a UPSW case. There has to be a meeting between BCUHB and the individual involved to establish if the formal stage of UPSW will be initiated.  Also, when a case is at the informal stage, correspondence is not considered to be a “warning” letter. 

Under the Health Board’s obligation to advise and assist, we can confirm that there have been 3 cases in the last 2 years where YG Consultants have been invited to an initial assessment meeting to determine if UPSW would be formally invoked.
