Further to your request for information dated 14th December 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request and our response: 
I write to you under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 in relation to the “Simulation Technology for Healthcare Training competition”  you are currently administering.
Thank you for your response dated 18th November 2021. I note that some of my requests for information could not be responded to because phase 3 had not yet been awarded when my request was submitted. I note from your response that phase 3 would begin on the 6th December 2021. In light of phase 3 starting, I request that you provide me with the following information:   

 
1. The names of the companies/organisations that were successful in securing funding in phase 3 and how much each company/organisation was awarded? 
· Rescape, with £35,966.67 plus VAT being awarded
· Nudge Reality, with £19,246 plus VAT being awarded
2. Information relating to any additional funding that has been allocated to administering the competition that was not originally publicised at the start of the competition.  
Additional funding of £19,248.82 has been allocated to this project by Welsh Government. The challenge brief stated that the total funding available for the competition can change. The funders have the right to:
· adjust the provisional funding allocations between the phases

· apply a ‘portfolio’ approach

3. Whether the competition award has exceeded £400,000 and if so, why and how has this been funded.
We have not exceeded £400,000, please see our response to question 2 above. 
4. The close date of the competition (phase 3) and whether any additional phases are planned. 
The competition is planned to close at the end of March 2022 with no additional phases. 
5. Why the phase 3 company/organisation scored higher than the other company/organisation and what criteria was used to determine success into phase 3. 
Three groups of experts (clinical, education and commercial) scored within the area of their expertise, no weighting was given per question and scores were given on the information that had been provided within the application forms.  Therefore, the more information provided equated to higher scores. The three group scores were then totalled and the top scoring applicant was recommended to be taken through to phase 3 which the Board were to approve. 
6. Whether consideration was given to a collaboration between the final two companies in phase 3, the results of this consideration and if no consideration was given, why not.  
The solutions show differing technologies and it was felt that both showed promise, therefore equal time is going to be given by clinical experts to strengthen their individual solutions.
