Your request:
I am interested in finding the most recent available data for the number of cancers (by cancer type) within Wales at the different health boards which were diagnosed by emergency presentation as opposed to being diagnosed through screening and GP appointments.
The equivalent data for England has been released by the NHS and I am interested to compare how Wales is doing in comparison in order to ascertain if there are particular cancer types which we need to focus on.
Our response:

The Health Board requested clarification on the 15th December 2021 and also noted that we can only respond from a BCUHB perspective as we don’t hold the information for the rest of Wales.

You confirmed in your email dated 21st December 2021 that the time period you would like the information for was for the last 5 calendar years.

Please see the below table for the number of cancers diagnosed following an emergency presentation:

We have provided the data using ‘less than 5’ due to the low numbers involved.  If we were to release the exact figures for the criteria specified, they could be linked with other information available in the public domain, thus potentially risking identification of individuals.
