Your request:
I would like to request the following information please:
1. Please could I be sent the most current list of Approved s12 doctors that can practise across east and central areas that BCUHB cover?

2. How many active s12 approved doctors are available to undertake mental health act assessments (in addition to their day times roles)?

3. What is your recruitment plan to enlist s12 doctors that are available for out of hours mental health act assessments?

Our response:

1. The information you have requested is available on the Health Board’s internet site and is therefore exempt from disclosure under Section 21 – Information accessible by other means. As this is an absolute exemption under the Freedom of Information Act 2000, there is no requirement for the Health Board to consider the public interest test. 

Under our obligation to advise and assist, I can confirm that BCUHB undertakes the delegated function of the Welsh Ministers for the approval of Approved Clinicians and Section 12 (2) doctors on behalf of all the Health Boards in Wales. It ensures an effective approval, re-approval, suspension and termination of approval processes for Approved Clinicians and Section 12(2) doctors in Wales.
