Greenhouse Gas Emissions are measured by means of collecting corporate consumption data and converting this data into 
carbon dioxide equivalents (CO2e). This is done using official conversion factors, published by the Department for Business, Energy & Industrial Strategy, for different fuel types and, in the case of electricity, according to the country of origin to reflect national variations in how electricity is generated and transmission efficiency. These figures have been used to calculate corporate carbon dioxide emissions and changes in the Health Board’s carbon dioxide emissions reported above can be partially attributed to changes in these conversion factors.
