Further to your request for information dated 7th January 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request and our response:

I would like some information pertaining to visiting guidelines at Wrexham hospital Special Care Baby Unit (SCBU) after a positive PCR test for Covid 19.  The dates I would like this information for are 1st January 2022 and 5th January 2022.  I have requested this information from the Ward Sister, Ward Matron and Head of Nursing. There is no information available on the website regarding this, surely this should be visible to the general public.
The information requested is available on the Health Board’s internet site and is therefore exempt from disclosure under Section 21 – Information accessible by other means. Under the Health Board’s obligation to advise and assist please find below the link to this information.

General visiting - Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (nhs.wales)
As this is an absolute exemption under the Freedom of Information Act 2000, there is no requirement for the Health Board to consider the public interest test.

Please note that currently, across Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB), visitors are asked not to attend Health Board sites if they have a confirmed COVID positive test, and not to visit for the isolation period. 
We can also advise that at the start of January 2022 infection prevention team guidance was that visiting should not be allowed until day 14 following a positive Covid test result. Following a parental enquiry regarding the variance between Welsh Government and BCUHB guidance, the Matron for Acute Paediatric services led a review where new rules were established on a case by case basis. The outcome of this review was that parental visiting could be facilitated from day 8 onwards providing that they had a negative lateral flow device (LFD) test result on days 6 and 7.
