Further to your request for information received by the Health Board on 10th January 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our sincere apologies for the delay.
Your request and our response: 
1. Please provide (as per your latest data) the number of people who have died of COVID-19 (using the ONS COVID-19 death definition, COVID-19 is mentioned on the death certificate) after probably or definitely catching COVID-19 in one of the health board’s hospitals (patient was defined as probable or definite hospital-onset COVID-19).
2. Please provide a breakdown of the deaths per hospital.
In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

The Health Board can confirm that it holds the information you have requested but we have established that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff approximately 41 hours to locate and review the patient’s notes of those who have Covid-19 as a contribution to their death on their death certificate to establish if they contracted Covid-19 in one of the Health Board’s hospital sites. This figure is based on a timescale of 10 minutes death, there being 244 deaths in the acute sites alone. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 41 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £1,025.  As you will be aware this is not an exemption which requires us to consider the application of the public interest test.
3. Please disclose any analysis the health board has conducted of nosocomial Covid transmission at its hospitals.
The Health Board analyse each case where Covid-19 may have been acquired in hospitals on a case by case basis.
