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Further to your request for information received by the Health Board on 10th January 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. 
Your request and our response:
I would also like to have information about GP Practices and medication reviews for each of the years 2016 to 2021:
 
1.    With regards to the contract what are practices expected to do in relation to medication reviews. For example, if the contract says that patients on repeat prescriptions should be offered a medication review that meets the Welsh NHS standards, then that information is the sort I am after.
 
2.    If it is a QAIF or similar standard (a standard that gain points towards extra payment) I would like to know if the Meddyfa Rhydbach surgery were claiming extra payment for medication reviews.
The GMS Contract does not contain any reference to what GP Practices are expected to do in relation to medication reviews.

Individual patient medication reviews do not attract a specific payment, nor is there any conglomerate payment specifically for any sample (i.e. any identified percentage) of medication reviews being undertaken.
