Please refer to the embedded spreadsheet below for our responses to the information requested. Please note that due to the way in which we record information we are only able to state if a detention took place in Accident and Emergency (A&E), Section 136 (S136) Suite (place of safety), on a ward or within the hospital, unfortunately we cannot specify if the ward was medical or paediatric. The S136 begins when a patient is accepted into a place of safety whether this is A&E, S136 suite or a hospital setting so the detention could be placed on by the police in the community but it is recorded as a S136 for health when the patient is admitted or kept at a place of safety. Other would only be relevant if a patient were kept in a care setting, for example with agreement of the proprietor, we have not had this occur in Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB). 
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4. What is the Health Board’s “place of safety” as required by Section 136 (and defined by Section 135) of the Mental Health Act 1983?  
BCUHB has three registered places of safety throughout the Health Board and are situated in the adult psychiatric units within each area, West (Gwynedd & Anglesey) area (Hergest Unit), Central (Conwy & Denbighshire) area (Ablett Unit ) and East (Wrexham & Flintshire) area (Heddfan Unit). It is also to be noted that under the Mental Health Act a hospital is a place of safety therefore in times when S136 suites are being occupied, people are assessed under S136 within the main hospitals, A&E / liaison areas and within medical wards.
