Further to your request for information dated 24th January 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our apologies for the delay.
Your request and our response:

1. How many office based managers were working from home during the pandemic that is from 23 March 2020 to the present day. 

2. How many of those office based managers were told to return to the office to work during the same period.
In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

The Health Board can confirm that we hold the information you have requested however, we have established that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff approximately 333 hours to retrieve this information as we would have to make contact with each staff member’s line manager who has access to a Virtual Private Network (VPN) and establish if they an office based manager and if they were asked to return to the office during the same peiod. This figure is based on a timescale of 5 minutes per staff member, there being 4000 VPN’s issued to staff. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 333 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £8,325.  As you will be aware this is not an exemption which requires us to consider the application of the public interest test.
