Further to your request for information dated 10th February 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. 
Your request and our response:
1. How many community dental practices in your health board are currently awaiting the installation of air handling equipment?

The number requiring new air handing equipment across clinic sites is dependent on specific individual requirements and that determination is yet to be made.  For example, clinics with sub-optimal air handling equipment may require repair, re-balancing or new replacement air handling equipment. For those without mechanical air systems alternatives to AHUs may be sought, including possibly improvements to natural ventilation or the installation of wall fans. 

This work is being considered and progressed through the Health Board Environmental Group. 

However, of 26 CDS clinics currently: 

· 10 clinics have sub-optimal mechanical ventilation systems in place. Of these, one is currently having a new mechanical ventilation system (AHU) installed. 

· 6 clinics have optimal ventilation systems in place.  

· 8 clinics have no mechanical ventilation system in place. 
· 2 clinics are currently closed. 
2. What percentage of community dental practices are awaiting installation of air handling equipment in your health board?
