Further to your request for information dated 25th February 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request:
Please confirm what arrangements and services Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) has in place for the transition from Paediatrics to adult services for people with epilepsy.
Our response:

Transition starts when young people reach 14 years of age. An adult neurologist from The Walton Centre NHS Foundation Trust, a consultant specialist nurse, the local consultant paediatrician and a specialist paediatric nurse attend the clinics. 
Referrals are made to the local adult neurologists and the consultant specialist nurse. However, there have been no transition clinics held since 2019 due to the COVID-19 pandemic and currently all referrals are made by letter only as clinics have not recommenced. 
East area (Wrexham and Flintshire)
Prior to the pandemic there were 4 transition clinics held per year in Wrexham Maelor Hospital for both new and review patients.
Central area (Conwy and Denbighshire)
Prior to the pandemic there were 4 transition clinics held per year. At present, referrals are made by letter to The Walton Centre NHS Foundation Trust as the previous named neurologist has retired and no replacement has been identified.
West area (Gwynedd and Ynys Môn)

Prior to the pandemic there were 2 transition clinics held per year. In 2019 there was only one clinic held.
All Areas have continued to see patients post 18 years of age due to delays in appointments due to the COVID-19 pandemic and paused non-urgent services.
