Our response:

Provided in the table below are the number of babies who were actively cooled with a hypoxic-ischaemic encephalopathy (HIE) grade of 3, in each of the years listed. Please note this is local data, therefore we are unable to confirm if all babies reported in the table below were reported to the Each Baby Counts initiative as the project formally closed on 7th September 2021. As part of the project closure process, the online reporting portal containing eligible cases reported by UK Trusts and Health Boards from the period of 1st January 2015 to 31st December 2019 was destroyed in compliance with UK General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) and the contractual requirements of our funders, the Department of Health and Social Care (DHSC).
