Unfortunately, the Health Board does not hold the data in a central location or format that would enable us to fully respond to your request to the level of detail. Diagnosis may be held within the patient’s acute health record and as this is not information that the Health Board routinely compiles, we would have to carry out a specific exercise to collate this data.  From our preliminary assessment, we estimate that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.  This is currently £450.  In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff in excess of 26,418 hours to locate and review patient notes held in electronic and paper format across 3 acute hospital sites, to establish if any patient had been diagnosed with hereditary angioedema (ICD-10 code D84.1), and if they were, if they had been treated with the drugs listed, within the 2 year period. This figure is based on a timescale of 20 minutes per patient record, there being 79,255 patients discharges with any condition over the past 2 years to review. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 26,418 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £660,450.
