Further to your request for information dated 14th March 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request and our response:

1. The number of people currently receiving support from Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) Long COVID service for the long-term effects of coronavirus and persisting coronavirus symptoms (also known as ‘Long COVID’). 
There are currently 126 people receiving support from BCUHB for Long COVID. 
2. The number of people in total who have received support from BCUHB's Long COVID service for the long-term effects of coronavirus and persisting coronavirus symptoms (also known as ‘Long COVID’) since April 2020.
The Long COVID service launched on 2nd December 2021 in BCUHB, and a total of 126 people have received support from the service as at 25th March 2022. 
3. The number of patients referred to BCUHB's Long COVID service per month, since April 2020.
Provided in the table below are the number of referrals made to the Long COVID service per month since November 2021.  Please note that only GPs in the East (Wrexham & Flintshire) area were able to make referrals at the end of November 2021 in order to test processes.
