Your request and our response:

1. How many sites/building does Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) have?
BCUHB has approximately 150 plus sites (some sites are leased and not owned) with some sites having multiple buildings that make up the campus. 
2. What type of lighting specifically (incandescent, fluorescent, halogen, light-emitting diode (LED) or mixture) does BCUHB use in the following areas?
a.  Hospitals
b. Offices
c.  Other Sites

In the areas listed above there is a mixture of LED, Fluorescent, minimal incandescent, although variant/halogen lighting may also exist. 
3. What was the annual electricity energy consumption (in both kilowatt hours (kWh) and pounds) for the last three years?
Please note the costs and consumption, as per Welsh Government annual reporting, was not required in 2020/2021 due to the COVID-19 pandemic, therefore the “normal reporting calculations” were not undertaken.  We have therefore provided in the table below the previous disclosed 3 years which was as per calculations that contributed to the annual sustainability report.

There is no hard services external facilities management company under contract with BCUHB. All hard service/facilities management functions are provided by an in house model through directly employed staff. 
7. Please provide a copy of your Green Plan.

The Health Board’s de-carbonisation plan is currently going through the approval process. Once approved it will be published and is therefore currently exempt from release under Section 22 of the Act – information intended for future publication. This will likely be published late June 2022.
