Further to your request for information dated 12th July 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request:
Is Tywyn Hospital’s Minor Injury Unit (MIU) re-opening? If so, please confirm when. 
Our response:
The Dolgellau and Tywyn MIU’s were closed when COVID-19 was first identified as a pandemic to create three main hubs across the West (Gwynedd & Anglesey) area in Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB). Due to a high percentage of Tywyn and Dolgellau staff having to shield, this did have an impact on all operational services for both sites. We are constantly reviewing the staffing on both sites to ensure safe staffing levels for wards is a priority. The remaining open MIU’s are Ysbyty Penrhos in Holyhead, Ysbyty Bryn Beryl in Pwllheli and Ysbyty Alltwen in Porthmadog. Our MIU at Dolgellau Hospital reopened on Monday 26th July 2021, but unfortunately due to staffing challenges we are currently unable to reopen Tywyn Hospital MIU although we will be doing so as soon as staffing availability allows.
