If these categories do not fit the data set please can you identify the closest category and respond with figures for both years for the data categories of cause of death. 

Our response:

Unfortunately we are unable to answer your request for information as we do not routinely capture cause of death; rather the reason for admission and the outcome of care. Cause of death is only recorded on the death certificate; we do not hold electronic data on cause of death within BCUHB systems. 
In addition, the causes of death you have listed (excluding Covid-19 and Influenza) are considered “unnatural” and will have been dealt with by the Coroner; in many incidences directly. This will include issuing the death certificate.
