Further to your request for information dated 29th July 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request:
Do Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) have a blanket policy to actively discriminate against patients who have not had the Covid-19 vaccine? I am of the belief that it is free choice as to whether people choose to have the vaccine or not, the Health Board are practicing “medical apartheid” if they are not operating on unvaccinated people.
Our response:

There is no policy to refuse Pre-operative Assessment Clinic (POAC) nor treatment for people who have not been vaccinated. People attending POAC would be booked in for testing before admission to hospital, if required, but again would not be refused admission on the basis of their vaccination status.
