Further to your request for information dated 30th July 2021, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request:
Please provide me with a written copy of the Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) policy on vaccinated patients.

I am aware of an elderly patient (85) that is due to have hernia surgery, but has been refused Pre-operative Assessment Clinic (POAC) as the not been vaccinated option given was to quarantine for 14 days to be able to have POAC, this is ‘medical apartheid’ as anyone can catch and transmit the virus.

If a person was in an accident and needed surgery but had not had vaccination what would happen to that person?
Our response:

There is no policy to refuse POAC nor treatment in any BCUHB setting for people who have not been vaccinated. People attending POAC would be booked in for testing before admission to hospital, if required, but again would not be refused admission on the basis of their vaccination status. 
There may be other reasons why the individual concerned was not able to attend POAC or POAC was cancelled, but we are not able to address this without knowing more details. If the individual concerned would like to take this further they would be welcome to contact the BCUHB Concerns team for support.
