Further to your request for information dated 22nd April 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request and our response:

1. How many beds are available for young people aged 12 to 17 years of age needing mental health (CAMHS) inpatient care in North Wales?
There are 12 beds available for young people aged 12 to 17 years needing mental health inpatient care. 

2. How many young people ages 12-17 have been detained under the Mental Health Act at Kestrel Ward, North Wales Adolescent Service, during the period January 2020 - March 2022.
During the requested period 47 young people aged 12 to 17 were detained under the Mental Health at Kestrel Ward, North Wales Adolescent Service.
3. How many, and who are the CAMHS Consultant Child and Adolescent Psychiatrists for Kestrel Ward, NWAS.
There is currently one CAMHS Consultant Child and Adolescent Psychiatrist post for Kestrel Ward, NWAS. In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

The Health Board can confirm that it holds the information requested for who the CAMHS Consultant Child and Adolescent Psychiatrist is, however it considers that this information is personal data and disclosure would breach the first data protection principle.  This information is therefore exempt under Section 40(2) of the Act.  Its disclosure would constitute unfair and unlawful processing and would be contrary to the principles set out in the Data Protection Act 2018, as its disclosure would constitute unfair and unlawful processing and would be contrary to the principles set out in Article 5 of the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR).  In reaching this decision the Health Board took into account the type of information and the strong expectations of its employees that their personal information would be treated as confidential.

4. Why isn’t the Kingfisher Ward at the North Wales Adolescent Service operational? What was the purpose / service type of the ward when created at NWAS?
The Kingfisher Ward is not operational currently as an acute admissions ward as there is a lack of staffing resources to safely manage an additional ward. Currently this space is being utilised effectively by the Specialist Eating Disorder team to undertake physical assessments and family based treatment. This helps meet the demand of young people presenting with an eating disorder that requires assessment crucially within the timeframes set by Welsh Government.
