Further to your request for information dated 29th April 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request and our response:
1. How many patients has Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) treated in the past 3 months for the following conditions:
· Chronic Lymphocytic Leukaemia (CLL)

· Mantle Cell Lymphoma (MCL)

· In case you do not treat either of the above conditions, please tell us which trust or hospital you refer patients to.

 

2. How many CLL patients have been treated in the past 3 months with the following: 
· BR (bendamustine + rituximab)

· Calquence (acalabrutinib)

· FCR (fludarabine + cyclophosphamide + rituximab)

· Gazyva (obinutuzumab) + chlorambucil

· Imbruvica (ibrutinib)

· Venclexta (venetoclax) 

· Venclexta (venetoclax) + Gazyva (obinutuzumab)

· Venclexta (venetoclax) + rituximab

· Zydelig (idelalisib) + rituximab

· Any other systemic anti-cancer therapy

 

3. How many MCL patients have been treated in the past 3 months with the following: 

· BR (bendamustine + rituximab)

· Imbruvica (ibrutinib)

· Imbruvica (ibrutinib) + rituximab

· R-BAC (rituximab, bendamustine and cytarabine)

· R-CHOP (rituximab + cyclophosphamide + doxorubicin + vincristine + prednisone)

· Nordic Protocol (rituximab, cyclophosphamide, doxorubicin, vincristine, cytarabine & prednisolone)

· Velcade (bortezomib) + chemotherapy

· Any other systemic anti-cancer therapy

· Stem cell transplant

· Tecartus (CAR-T) - Autologous anti-CD19-transduced CD3+ cells

In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

This is not information that the Health Board routinely compiles or holds in a central location. Therefore, we would have to carry out a specific exercise to collate this data.  From our preliminary assessment, we estimate that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate cost limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000. This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff in excess of 50 hours to locate and review notes held for patients across 3 acute hospital sites, from 1st February to 30th April 2022. This figure is based on a timescale of 30 minutes per patient record, there being 100 records to review. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 50 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £1,250. 
As you will be aware this is not an exemption which requires us to consider the application of the public interest test. 
4. Does BCUHB currently participate in any ongoing clinical trials for the treatment of CLL? If so, can you please provide the name of each trial along with the number of patients taking part? 
BCUHB is currently participating in the ‘Flair’ trial and has 41 patients taking part in this. There is also a clinical trial called ‘Static’, which is in the process of being set up.
5. Does BCUHB currently participate in any ongoing clinical trials for the treatment of MCL? If so, can you please provide the name of each trial along with the number of patients taking part?
BCUHB has participated in a clinical trial for the treatment of MCL previously, however this trial is no longer active.
