In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

Unfortunately, our pharmacy system does not record treatment indication, therefore it would be a manual process to check the patient records of each patient referred to in question 1 above to determine the numbers of patients treated for Axial Spondyloarthritis only in the last 3 months with the drugs listed. From our preliminary assessment, we estimate that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000. This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff 91 hours to manually review each patient’s record of those referred to in question 1. This figure is based on a timescale of 5 minutes per patient, there being 1,095 patient records to review.  Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 91 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £2,275.  
As you will be aware this is not an exemption which requires us to consider the application of the public interest test.
