Further to your request for information dated 27th May 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request:
I am looking to gain more of an insight into how medical waste is treated and stored before moving on to waste management sites. In particular, the methods by which it is decontaminated/disinfected and this overall process in Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB). 
Our response:

All clinical waste is collected by a contractor and processed at a licensed facility. General clinical waste goes into orange bags before being transferred to wheelie bins for collection by the clinical waste company. This type of waste goes through an Alternative Treatment (AT) process where it is shredded before going through a heat treatment process. At the end of that process the disinfected material (flock) goes to a facility where it is incinerated to produce energy.
All other types of clinical waste (e.g. anatomical, sharps, medicinal) are disposed of into yellow rigid containers/sharps containers. They are also transferred into wheelie bins for collection by the clinical waste company and this waste is incinerated.
