1. How many referrals have been made from Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) to another Health Board area for patients to access a surgical abortion?  
There were no referrals made to other Health Boards in Wales for patients to access a surgical abortion.  However, 24 referrals were made to English Clinical Commissioning groups (CCGS) from 27th January To 27th July 2022. As there was no timeframe specified in your request we have provided data for this calendar year.

4. How many clinics are there in your Health Board which provide an abortion through the RU486 method?
There is one clinic in BCUHB, which provides abortion through the RU486 method, this clinic is based in Llandudno General Hospital. 
5. What is the average waiting period between a referral being made to access a medical abortion and that healthcare being provided? 
From the decision being made by the patient to access a medical abortion to treatment being provided is on average 3 days.
