Further to your request for information dated 18th July 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our apologies for the delay.
Your request: 
I am researching the incidence and treatment of oesophageal and gastric cancer. I would greatly appreciate if you could answer the following questions.

Q1. How many patients were treated in the past 3 months for gastric and gastro-oesophageal junction cancer (any stage) with:

· CAPOX (Capecitabine with Oxaliplatin)

· FOLFOX (Folinic acid, Fluorouracil and Oxaliplatin)

· Pembrolizumab in combination with Platinum (Cisplatin or Oxaliplatin) and Fluoropyrimidine (5-Fluorouracil or Capecitabine)

· Any other systemic anti-cancer therapy 

· Palliative care only- 0
Q2. How many patients were treated in the past 3 months for Oesophageal cancer (any stage) with:

· Pembrolizumab in combination with Platinum (Cisplatin or Oxaliplatin) and Fluoropyrimidene (5-Fluorouracil or Capecitabine)

· Platinum and Fluoropyrimidene based combination treatments (Cisplatin or Oxaliplatin with 5-Fluorouracil or Capecitabine) 

· Nivolumab monotherapy

· Nivolumab and Ipilimumab

· Any other systemic anti-cancer therapy 

· Palliative care only- 3
Q3. Of the Oesophageal Cancer patients (from Q2) treated with Pembrolizumab in the past 3 months, how many patients were treated for:

· Oesophageal adenocarcinoma

· Oesophageal squamous cell carcinoma

Q4. How many patients were treated in the past 3 months for advanced/metastatic oesophageal cancer ONLY with:

· Pembrolizumab in combination with Platinum (Cisplatin or Oxaliplatin) and Fluoropyrimidene (5-Fluorouracil or Capecitabine)

· Platinum and Fluoropyrimidene based combination treatments (Cisplatin or Oxaliplatin with 5-Fluorouracil or Capecitabine) 

· Nivolumab monotherapy

· Nivolumab and Ipilimumab

· Any other systemic anti-cancer therapy

Our response:

In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.
This is not information that the Health Board routinely compiles or holds consistently on all three sites. Therefore, we would have to carry out a specific exercise to determine the number of patients treated with each of the medications listed for oesophageal and gastric cancer (any stage). From our preliminary assessment, we estimate that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate cost limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000. This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff in excess of 133 hours to locate and review all of the medical notes for patients treated for oesophageal and gastric cancer across the 3 acute hospital sites in the last three months. This figure is based on a timescale of 20 minutes per patient record, there being 400 records to review. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 133 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £3,325.
