Further to your request for information dated 26th July 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. Please accept our apologies for the delay.
Your request and our response: 
I would like the following questions answered for Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB): 
1. The number of ventilators in BCUHB, for example total in Intensive Care Unit(ICU)/High Dependency Unit (HDU)/ Critical Care Unit (CCU)? 
There are currently 60 critical care ventilators across BCUHB.
2. The number of bed spaces for Ventilators in BCUHB? 
Central Area (Denbighshire and Conwy) – There are 13 funded bed spaces for ventilation. 
West Area (Ynys Môn and Gwynedd) – There are 13 funded bed spaces all of which can be used to ventilate patients. In addition there are other areas around the site which can be used to ventilate including operating theatres and anaesthetics rooms, Enlli Ward can take 10 ventilators, plus endoscopy recovery. 
East Area (Wrexham and Flintshire) - In Adult Critical Care there are 5 bed spaces but can flex up if required depending on staffing.

3. An average of frequency of Ventilators used ? E.G 50% used in anyone time?

Central Area - Ventilators are used 80-90% of the time, they are utilized for invasive and non- invasive ventilation modes along with Continuous Positive Airway Pressure (CPAP), High flow and humidification O2 delivery. 
West Area – From 1st July 2021 to 30th June 2022,186 patients received advanced respiratory therapy totaling 1347 days of ventilation. Average length of ventilation is 5.6 days

East Area - In the 2021 calendar year, the frequency of ventilators used was 86% but this figure is probably impacted by the COVID-19 pandemic. From 1st January to 30th June 2022, the figure is 60% but, again, this is likely impacted by the COVID-19 pandemic. 
4. How are Ventilators cleaned? What chemical is used?

Ventilators are cleaned after each patient use with Actichlor tablets dissolved in water, the inner parts go to CSSD for cleaning.
5. Average length of stay per patient in ICU over the last 12 months? (e.g. 4 days)
Central Area - The average length of stay per patient in ICU from 1st August 2021 to 31st July 2022 is 7.4 days. 
West Area  - The average length of stay is 6.8 days. 
East Area – The Average length of stay is 5.5 days
6. % bed  occupancy of ICU ? (e.g. 95%)
