We are unable to answer this question as it is not possible to determine from the dispensing data how many patients have been treated with the specified combination of treatments. 

b) Ethambutol + rifampicin + Clarithromycin/azithromycin with the addition of injectable (IV) or nebulised Amikacin 
33 patients have been issued treatment with IV/nebulised amikacin between 10th August 2021 and 10th August 2022 according to the secondary care pharmacy dispensing system. It is not possible to determine conclusively from our pharmacy system whether treatment was in conjunction with the other listed treatments.
