Our response:

Placements to mother and baby units and family assessment units are made by the Local Authority social care services. Although BCUHB departments will be involved in the evidence gathering and the sharing of information to agree a placement would be valuable or necessary, it is a social care responsibility to arrange. At present there are no psychiatric mother and baby units offering residential parenting assessments, pre-COVID-19 there were two across the UK.

In relation to preferred placement listings, BCUHB do not have a locality psychiatric mother and baby unit. There is one psychiatric mother and baby unit with 6 beds which is situated at Tonna Hospital in Swansea. Given the distance away from North Wales, if a mother does require an in-patient admission with her baby BCUHB generally refer to the closest mother and baby units, the most frequently used are Ribblemere in Cumbria and the Manchester, Stafford, Nottingham and Birmingham units.
