Further to your request for information dated 17th August 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request and our response:

Under the FOI, I would like to request the following information regarding Dyspraxia /Development Co-ordination Disorder (DCD) diagnostic pathways within the health board: 
1. What departments of the health-board are typically involved in the diagnosis and treatment of DCD for adults and children?
· Paediatric physiotherapy
· Paediatric occupational therapy

2. What are the standard diagnostic pathways for DCD, from GP referral to formal diagnosis, for adults and children?
There is no standard diagnostic pathway in place. Dyspraxia assessment is assessed in a multidisciplinary way by community paediatricians, physiotherapists & occupational therapists. The Community Paediatric role is to ensure that there is no underlying neurological condition. *Dyspraxia & MABC standardised assessments are carried out by Therapy Services (who manage their own waiting lists). Dyslexia is assessed within the remit of educational psychology, there is, however, a limited role for community paediatricians in ensuring that there are no underlying  genetic or neurological abnormality.
There is work ongoing in the joint Occupational Therapy (OT) and Physio Therapy (PT) referral and treatment pathway of children with DCD in the East Area (Wrexham and Flintshire), currently referrals are accepted from age 5 to 11 years of age. Outside of this agree group other clinical pathways may be considered. DCD services in West and Central areas are led by OT with referral on to PT as required. PT and OT do not give a diagnosis of DCD to a patient. Results of any assessments are feedback to the patients paediatrician or GP to support diagnosis.
3. Can I have data from the last 5 years on refused vs accepted referrals for DCD from GPs, and the reasons behind these?
As we do not keep condition-specific waiting lists, we are unable to respond to this part of your request.
4. What ongoing support does the health-board provide for the support of people with DCD?
Assessment and treatment is offered in episodes of care in line with the individual needs. Support and advice is available to the patient, parents and school.
5. At what age is someone considered to be a child / adult in the in the contexts of referrals from GPs?
Standardised assessment criteria for DCD excludes over 16 years of age.  Above age 16 years diagnosis would be based on history.
