Further to your request for information dated 7th September 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. 

Your request and our response:

1. How does Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) determine inflationary uplifts for external contracts for services, service level agreements or other externally contracted work undertaken on behalf of BCUHB?
At the time of tendering a contract, BCUHB may request a price schedule across multiple years to be held for the period. BCUHB may also include provision within the tender to allow for inflationary rises on an annual basis. The NHS terms and conditions allow contractors to request an inflationary uplift and this is at the discretion of BCUHB. The level of inflationary uplift will be dependent on numerous factors including affordability, inflationary pressures and efficiency exceptions.
2. When is the decision on inflationary uplift made and which officer or committee authorises or ratifies the decision?

 
As per our response to question one above, requests are forwarded to BCUHB for consideration, the relevant budget holder will make the decision and seek the necessary approval within BCUHB. The level of authorization for budget holders is set out in the Health Board’s Scheme of Regulation and Delegation
