Please note the figures provided below are fully absorbed costs so will include BCUHB overheads and are included in our submission to the Welsh Government’s Welsh Reference Costs.
(a) Intensive care (ITU) bed 
£1,821.94 per day/night
 
(b) High dependency (HDU) bed
£1,821.94 per day/night
 
(c) General acute medical ward bed 
£601.96 per day/night
 
(d) General community hospital bed
£490.38 per day/night
 
(e) Specialist oncology (cancer unit) bed
£826.13 per day/night (average of Medical & Clinical Oncology and Clinical Haematology)
 
(f) Specialist palliative care bed
£766.58 per day/night (Eryri Hospital Palliative Care beds)
Please further note that overall the average costs of ITU and HDU per day/night are the same. However, there is a large variation depending on the number of organs supported.
2. Please detail the number and specific locations of all designated or ring-fenced
palliative care beds in BCUHB hospitals?
BCUHB does not have any dedicated palliative care beds. However, BCUHB does provide direct support (clinical and non-clinical) to the 3 local Adult Hospices; Nightingale House Hospice (Wrexham), St Kentigern Hospice (Denbighshire) and St David’s Hospice (Conwy & Anglesey), along with monthly financial contribution  towards their running costs of the Hospice beds. BCUHB also has similar arrangements with the Childrens Hospice, Ty Gobaith in Conwy.
