2. Which consultant is the nominated medical lead for the treatment or referral of glioblastoma brain cancer?
We can confirm that a nominated medical lead for Glioblastoma Brain Cancer is a Consultant Clinical Oncologist within Ysbyty Glan Clwyd.

3. Does BCUHB treat all referred glioblastoma brain cancer cases, or are they referred to different centres? If so, which treatment centre(s) are they referred to?
BCUHB mostly see all glioblastoma brain cancer cases referred and generally do not refer elsewhere.  However, on rare occasions, Glioblastomas are referred to other tertiary centers for further neuro surgery at Walton or rarely for SRS in the Clatterbridge Cancer Centre.
