In accordance with the Freedom of Information Act 2000, this letter acts as a Refusal Notice under section 17 of the Act.

Unfortunately, the Health Board does not record data in a format that enables us to retrieve information to the level required to specifically answer your question.   Also, as this is not information that the Health Board routinely compiles, we would have to carry out a specific exercise to collate this data.  From our preliminary assessment, we estimate that to comply with your particular request would exceed the appropriate costs limit under section 12 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000. This is currently £450. In reaching this decision we estimate that it would take staff in excess of 279 hours to locate and review patient notes held across 3 acute hospital sites. This figure is based on a timescale of 5 minutes per patient record, there being 3,356 patient records to review. Therefore, to obtain the data would work out at approximately 279 hours @ £25.00 per hour (cost permitted under the Act) = £6,975.
