2. How many Remote Cardiac Device Monitoring system due you use across the trust 
There are 3 Remote Cardiac Device Monitoring systems.
3. How many Remote Cardiac device follow-ups were performed in your trust over the last 12 months (August 2021-August 2022) 
Ysbyty Glan Clwyd (YGC) : 742 checks

Wrexham Maelor Hospital: only use remote monitoring for surveillance not for routine follow ups
Ysbyty Gwynedd: 201
4. Do you perform In-office clinics at multiple locations 
Ysbyty Glan Clwyd: all checks are done in YGC (some home visits for end of life patients to deactivate complex devices)

Wrexham: Only 1 location available
Ysbyty Gwynedd: 2 locations

Ysbyty Glan Clwyd: 4 clinics per week (plus one virtual clinic) and as hoc checks done on ward and following phone calls
