3. Number of cases downgraded.
40 cases have been downgraded.
4. Definition of downgraded.
A case/review is categorised as downgraded if the Health Care Acquired Infection (HCAI) status, originally assigned to the case via the automated Laboratory Information Management System (LIMS), feed to the BCUHB ‘Line List’ of cases reviewed and is determined to be lower post investigation / review.

5. Number of cases re-categorised.
There are 80 cases which have been re-categorised.
6. Definition of re-categorised.

Any investigation where the HCAI status originally assigned to the case, via the automated LIMS, feed to the BCUHB ‘Line List’ of cases reviewed and is determined to be different post investigation / review 
7. Has the next of kin/key contact been advised of the outcome in cases?
To date 167 next of kin / key contacts have been contacted by letter.
8. Number of nosocomial investigations in progress.
The current monthly average of investigations in progress is approximately 50, with new cases being assigned weekly.  The appointment of additional investigators aims to create capacity to investigate and complete 130 reviews per month.

9. Has the next of kin / key contact been advised the nosocomial investigation is in progress?
Not to date, unless this is as a result of an ongoing complaint.  The appointment of 3 whole time equivalent (WTE) Patient Advice & Liaison (PALS) officers in October 2022 will facilitate accelerated contact and liaison with next of kin and key contacts.  They will provide face to face mechanisms for communicating the outcome of investigations / reviews and providing opportunities for addressing any queries and concerns arising from the process.

10. Number of nosocomial investigations not yet started.
There are 3,221 investigations / reviews which are yet to commence.
