Further to your request for information dated 15th October 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. 
Your request:
Could you send me the rules on how your GP practice determine "where people live" to be registered. For example it may be that in any 2 month period you must spend more than 28 days in the practice area.

Our Response: 

When a patient applies to be included on a GP practice’s list of patients, the practice will ask the patient to provide their current address in order to determine whether that address is within the practice’s patient registration area. This would be the patient’s normal permanent place of residence e.g. the address on the electoral roll.
If a patient is temporarily resident away from their normal place of residence (or moving from place to place and not for the time being resident in any place), they can also register as a temporary resident if they intend to be in the practice’s patient registration area for more than 24 hours but not more than 3 months.
