Further to your request for information dated 24th October 2022, I am pleased to provide the following response. 
Your request and our response:
I should like to request the following information about the commissioned emotional support and crisis services available to people under the age of 18 in Gwynedd and Denbighshire, which falls within the geographical remit of your organisation. 
I would like to find out the following information about support services that you directly fund in Gwynedd and Denbighshire to people under the age of 18 who are experiencing emotional distress and/or who are at risk of attempting suicide, excluding that delivered through Child and Adolescent Mental Health Services (CAMHS): 
There are no services outside of CAMHS services in the Denbighshire area.
For Gwynedd area: GOLAU is a service that provides step down support for young people following a planned Choice / Unscheduled Care appointment with the CAMHS’ service in Gwynedd and Ynys Mon.  This initiative supports the Children’s Commissioner for Wales’s policy ‘No Wrong Door’; as young people are provided with a support option if they do not meet CAMHS criteria following a Choice appointment.  

· Inclusion/exclusion criteria 
The focus of the GOLAU service is to offer an evidenced based wellbeing and emotional health intervention to young people (aged 11yrs-18yrs) who may not meet criteria for a CAMHS intervention.

· How the service is accessed, i.e. open access, self-referral, third party referral
Referring young people to GOLAU is a shared decision with the individual, parent/carer and CAMHS Practitioner. The young person’s consent is obtained, GOLAU information leaflet shared and CAMHS Practitioner shares the relevant information with GOLAU.   
· Channels of support, e.g. telephone, email, text, webchat, face-to-face, and types of location if face-to-face
GOLAU provides 1:1 work (face-to-face or digital) and group work. 

· Opening hours/availability 

GOLAU operates a service 09:00hrs – 17:00hrs, Monday to Friday.

· Type of support provided, i.e. structured therapeutic counselling, peer support, helpline 
GOLAU provides 1:1 work (face-to-face or digital) and group work. 
· If support is provided to parents or carers
Yes

· Length of support offered 
Twelve sessions can be provided depending on the young person’s need(s).
· If the support is provided by paid employees, freelance/contract staff, volunteers. 
· Intended outcomes for the service 
· Offering appropriate level of support according to young person’s presenting need(s) following a Choice / Unscheduled care appointment, 
· Reducing re-referrals to CAMHS.
· Offering an intervention to young people, which is aligned with the ‘No Wrong Door’ policy.
· If available, the number of people under 18 that can be supported i) at any one time and/or ii) in any given twelve month period 
Approximately 20-25 people at any given period dependent on complexity of cases.
· Where relevant, number of people under 18 that have been referred to the service in the most recent reporting period (quarter or year)
Within the 6 month period (April – October 2022) 52 cases have been referred, all under 18 years.

· Number of people under 18 supported in the most recent reporting period (quarter or year)
37 cases have been directly worked with – 11 being closed. 14 cases have been allocated a named worker and have received information on support and strategies prior to service assessment.

· Policy statement in relation to capacity, decision making and choice
